Proclamation: (God’s Word is preeminently proclaimed)

While songs can and should proclaim God’s Word, music 
should never take the place of God’s Word being 
expounded upon and taught as a part of congregational 
worship.

SING PRAISE!

Components of Worship:

Revelation: (God reveals Himself) (Isaiah 6)

1 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord seated on a high 
and lofty throne, and the hem of his robe filled the temple. 2 
Seraphim[a] were standing above him; they each had six wings: with 
two they covered their faces, with two they covered their feet, and 
with two they flew. 3 And one called to another: Holy, holy, holy is 
the Lord of Armies; his glory fills the whole earth.

Confession and Repentance: 

When God reveals Himself, we see just who we are in 
comparison and that leads to confession and repentance.

Isaiah 6:5

and because my eyes have seen the King, the Lord of 
Armies.

Obedience and Dedication: 

Isaiah 6:8  I said: Here I am. Send me.

1 Chron. 16:29  Ascribe to the Lord the glory of his name; bring an 
offering and come before him. Worship the Lord in the splendor of 
his holiness;

Obedience and Dedication: 

Romans 12:1  Therefore, brothers and sisters, in view of the mercies 
of God, I urge you to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy 
and pleasing to God; this is your true worship.

Not about observation
About Actively Doing
For Everyone

Psalm 96 Sing a new song to the Lord; let the whole earth sing to the 
Lord. Sing to the Lord, bless his name; proclaim his salvation from day 
to day. Declare his glory among the nations, his wondrous works 
among all peoples

Exodus 15:1 Then Moses and the Israelites sang this song to the Lord. 
They said: I will sing to the Lord, for he is highly exalted; he has thrown 
the horse and its rider into the sea.
Numbers 21:17 Then Israel sang this song: Spring up, well—sing to it!

Therefore write down this song for yourselves and teach it to the 
Israelites; have them sing it, so that this song may be a witness for 
me against the Israelites.

2 Chronicles 29:28
The whole assembly was worshiping, singing the song, and blowing 
the trumpets—all this continued until the burnt offering was 
completed.

2 Chronicles 29:30
Then King Hezekiah and the officials told the Levites to sing praise to 
the Lord in the words of David and of the seer Asaph. So they sang 
praises with rejoicing and knelt low and worshiped.

What You Miss By Not Singing

1. You miss out on being obedient to God’s Word

As these passages have pointed out, God expects us to 
sing praise to Him.  When we don’t we are not being 
obedient.

2. You miss the opportunity to experience true worship.

True worship requires obedience.
You cannot experience genuine worship if you are ignoring 
one of the most basic commands in worship.

You may say:
“I just don’t have a singing voice.  If I sing I may discourage 
others.”
God loves to hear you sing to Him!

The Scriptures are full of new songs to the people then
150 songs that were new then just in the Psalms

Bob Russell:
We are commanded to sing to the Lord “a new song” and we are 
told that heaven will include the singing of new songs (Rev. 5:9; 
14:3).  If you don’t like singing new songs, you’re going to have a 
hard time enjoying heaven!
